Home Chore Program  

Fall Prevention Assistance  
 
One in ten people over age 65 will       
sustain a fall this year.  Falls are the 
leading cause of accidental death in 
Colorado. Each year falls account for 
over $19 Billion in health care costs. 
 
SWIC Handy Hearts Volunteers  will 
come to your home to assess and    
correct anything that might be          
considered a fall hazard.  There is no 
fee for the service but homeowners 
might need to purchase necessary     
materials (i.e. shower chairs or rug 
guards.) 
 
Fall prevention in the home checks for 
adequate lighting, tripping hazards by 
correcting loose carpets or securing area 
rugs with inexpensive rug guards,    
strong handrails and to assess the need 
for grab bars or shower chairs. 
 
Handy Hearts volunteers have under-
gone background checks and have a 
check-list of hazards in the home to 
look for.
